I would like to welcome you back to the start of a new academic year. It certainly feels like September; the long days of the summer holidays already feel a life-time ago. I hope that all of our families had a lovely break.
Today, we have had an exciting day being ‘Dengineers.’ This is in line with our STEM work (science, technology, engineering and mathematics) and in conjunction with Save the Children’s Den Day (Save the Children will be the recipients of the 50p donations you have generously given).
Thinking about the STEM element of today, as well as the message behind Save the Children’s approach to Den Day, has helped us to launch the theme for Autumn 1 curriculum, which is entitled ‘Protect.’ Protect is one of the key values from our 2020 vision, with the idea that we use a different key value, each half term, as the starting point for our curriculum work. At the end of the week, your child will bring home a curriculum overview for Autumn 1, which indicates how the idea of ‘protect’ will be woven through their school work.
Sports Clubs

Sport, health and fitness play a prominent part in our 2020 vision. I am very keen to extend the opportunities for sport that we offer the children and will use the house system introduced at the end of last year to help increase the participation in sport. In addition to this, as well as the school being able to offer a KS1 and KS2 club free of charge, we are offering two additional clubs through Pro-coaching that are run at a cost, payable to Pro-coaching. I have enclosed a letter outlining the information regarding the paid clubs. 
The sports clubs offered for the Autumn One, running from 3.15-4.15pm from w/b 12/9/16 will be as follows:

Monday – Football (Years 2-6) £42.00 for 12 weeks
Tuesday – Tag Rugby (KS2) FREE

Wednesday – Street Dance (Years 1-6) £42.00 for 12 weeks
Thursday – Multi-skills (KS1) FREE

The KS2 sports club will reflect the intra-sports competitions that we will be running each week. This will give the children an opportunity to practice and improve on their skills in that particular sport. The focus sport for the KS2 club will change each half term depending on the season and what is being played in the intra-sports competition.

The paid-for clubs also gives an opportunity for specialist clubs to be offered. In this instance we are offering street dance but it may be gym, hockey or netball e.g. in future terms, depending on availability.
